Quality (DWQ)

Nonpoint source (NPS) pollution, unlike pollution from industrial and sewage treatment
plants, comes from many diffuse sources. Nonpoint source pollution is caused by
rainfall or snowmelt moving over and through the ground. As the runoff moves, it picks
up and carries away natural and human-made pollutants. Some common sources of
NPS pollution include urban streets and parking lots, agricultural lands and operations,
constructions sites and runoff from abandoned mines.

To protect public health, the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C Section 7401) requires that federal
standards be set to limit the maximum levels of pollutants in the outdoor air. Each state
is responsible for developing plans to demonstrate how those standards will be
achieved, maintained, and enforced. These plans make up the State Implementation
Plan. The plans and rules associated with them are enforced by the state and, after
federal approval, they are also federally enforceable. These plans are the framework
for each state's program to protect the air.
