Inspect used oil collection centers (UOCCs)
semi-annually. Document inspections on UOCC
Checklists provided by Division of Solid and
Hazardous Waste (DSHW). Identify and
document all observed non-compliance of used
oil rules and regulations. Submit photographs
of UOCCs to document non-compliance and
resolutions implemented. Ensure that non-
compliance issues are followed up and corrected
by UOCC within an appropriate timeframe.
Ensure that all used oil spills at UOCCs are
cleaned up in a timely manner.

Number of UOCCs inspected, to include
checklists, and documentation (including
photographs) of any non-compliance and
resolutions.

Semi-annually

Investigate all complaints regarding used oil
releases and allegations of used oil violations,
including complaints the LHD and DSHW
receive from anonymous sources. Submit
written documentation and photographs
describing the complaint and investigation
process, including follow-up procedures and
resolutions. For complaints that are resolved
quickly, documentation should be submitted
when the complaint has been resolved. For
complaints that require extended follow-up,
documentation should be submitted
periodically. Ensure that all complaints are
investigated and resolved in a timely and
appropriate manner.
