the former Utah Barrel and Scrap site in Novem-
ber 2007. Artspace received an Enforceable
Written Assurance from the DEQ and applied to

the Voluntary Cleanup Program in late 2007.

| As part of the cleanup, Artspace removed con-

taminated soil, treated the groundwater and
entered into an environmental covenant. A VCP
Certificate of Completion was subsequently
issued to Artspace in May 2009 for the success-
ful cleanup of the Utah Barrel and Scrap site.
Artspace's efforts returned the site to a state of
beneficial reuse. Artspace opened its doors for a
mixed commercial and residential development
in September 2010. The first floor of the build-
ing is used for artist studios and art galleries,
while the space above the ground floor is used
for residential purposes.
