	II.    REASON  FOR  RECEIVING  REQUEST

	You have received this Request for Information because preliminary assessment of the business located at the above address indicates that activities associated with your business may result in the generation of waste fluids that may be discharged into a subsurface waste fluid distribution/disposal system with the potential for impacting shallow ground water.  Most shallow subsurface waste fluid distribution/disposal systems are classified as UIC Class V injection wells and include: dry wells, sumps, abandoned drinking water wells, cesspools, commercial or industrial septic systems, drain fields, french drains, infiltration galleries, or any other conveyance into the subsurface used for the purpose of discharging fluids.  If it is determined that Class V injection wells occur at the physical address given above, the owner / operator of the business will be required to submit UIC Inventory Information for those wells.

This form is designed to collect basic information about waste fluids your business generates onsite and the methods used to dispose of them in an effort to identify Class V shallow injection wells at your business location.

1. 4. “Running a dry shop” means operating your business in such a way as to minimize the use of fluids, to minimize the generation of waste fluids through proper fluids management, to eliminate the need to dispose of waste fluids into municipal sewer systems or onsite subsurface waste fluid distribution/disposal systems, to manage minimal amounts of waste fluids with absorbents, etc.
5. “Sanitary waste” means liquid or solid wastes originating solely from humans and human activities, such as wastes collected from toilets, showers, wash basins, sinks used for cleaning domestic areas, sinks used for food preparation, clothes washing operations, and sinks or washing machines where food and beverage serving dishes, glasses, and utensils are cleaned. Sources of these wastes may include single or multiple residences, hotels and motels, restaurants, bunkhouses, schools, ranger stations, crew quarters, guard stations, campgrounds, picnic grounds, day-use recreation areas, other commercial facilities, and industrial facilities provided the waste is not mixed with industrial waste.
6. If your sanitary wastes are discharged to the municipal sewer system, BUT you have: 

· floor drains in your maintenance or shop areas, and/or

· industrial process wastes and/or storm water that discharges to a subsurface waste fluid distribution/disposal system as described in Section II
then you must complete the UIC Inventory Information Form.
7. If you lease or rent the space for your business, contact the owner and/or lease/rental management company for the required information.  As the operator of the business, you are still required to submit the UIC Inventory Information if it is determined that Class V injection wells exist on the business property.
8. If you conduct your business at your residence and your sanitary waste discharges to a septic system or other subsurface waste fluid distribution/disposal system, and you have a floor drain and/or you discharge process/industrial wastes through this system, you must complete the UIC Inventory Information Form.
