All potential public health consequences must

be analyzed before cuffent shipments of DU are buried and the state of Utah

considers impolting rnore DU. We are especially concerned that high-level

radioactive waste will be lransported through Salt Lake County.

Despite repeated public corlcenls to the Covenror's office about this issue it is

incredibly unfbrtunate that over 5,000 drums of DU have recently been shipped to

Utah before neoes$sry studies have been cornpieted.

It is clear that DU presents possible lrazards to the safety of Utahns today and into

the futnre. We must cre&te high standards for the disposal of DU and the

proposed new rule is a step in that direction. Future generatiCIns should not bc

forced to accept tl're pr:tentially hamrful consequsnces of our lack of due diligence

and re$earch on this in:porlant issue.
