¢ It must be 1n a regulated structure
¢ Target Housing
¢ Child-Occupied Facility

¢ Intent must be to abate LBP



Utah LBP Program Definitions

m Target Housing means any housing
constructed prior to 1978, except housing
for the elderly or persons with disabilities
(unless any one or more children age 6
years or under resides or 1S expected to
reside in such housing for the elderly or
persons with disabilities) or any 0-bedroom

dwelling.



Utah LBP Program Definitions

m 0-bedroom dwelling means any residential
dwelling in which the living area is not
separated from the sleeping area. The term
includes efficiencies, studio apartments,
dormitory housing, military barracks, and
rentals of individual rooms 1n residential
dwellings.



Utah LBP Program Definitions

® Child-Occupied Facility means a building, or
portion of a building, constructed prior to 1978,
visited regularly by the same child, 6 years of age
or under, on at east two different days within any
week (Sunday through Saturday period), provided
that each day’s visit lasts at least 3 hours and the
combined weekly visit lasts at least 6 hours, and
the combined annual visit lasts at least 60 hours.
Child-occupied facilities may include, but are not
limited to, day-care centers, preschools and
kindergarten classrooms.

Utah LBP Program Definitions

®m Emergency Renovation Operations means
renovation activities, such as operations
necessitated by non-routine failures of
equipment, that were not planned but result
from a sudden, unexpected event that, if not
immediately attended to, presents a safety
or public health hazard, or threatens

equipment and/or property with significant
damage.

m Obtain Written Acknowledgement or
Certificate of Mailing that the Owner and/or
