Approval of the September 12, 2013 MEETING MINUTES:

Minutes from the September 12, 2013 SERC meeting were distributed and reviewed by the Commission.
A motion by Brent Everett to approve the minutes as written and second by Kris Hamlet was made. The
SERC unanimously approved the meeting minutes.

INFORMATIONAL ITEMS ... Kris Hamlet

Green River ACP update- Joyel Dhieux. EPA-(electronic presentation on the web).
Joyel reported they met in March with several stake holders including the major oil pipeline owners,

local LEPCs, and trusties active in the Uintah basin. Then they met in September with the Federal
Trustees to identify access areas and to determine risks and sensitive areas on the river. They are
continuing to working on gathering information to identify critical areas of response, staging, and
equipment caches and to create the plan to reflect this information. In the spring they are going to
start work with the locals to help vet the information included in the plan. The map based plan will
have different data layers to show the staging areas, sensitive areas response areas, equipment caches,
and 24-48 hour response strategies.

The spill was from an 8 inch transmission line that spilled approximately 485 barrels or 20,000
gallons into the Willard Bay wetlands.

June 1 to September 30 — Site monitoring,

Reactive Chemical Safety Requlatory follow up — Neil Taylor

Neil reported that the federal working group established to research the issue has not published a
report on their findings. They have been traveling around the country gathering input and collecting
information.  Neil will continue to follow the issue and report back to the SERC on any
developments.

Ty stated this was a standing item from the last meeting. So far as a result of the West Texas
incident, Texas has not made any changes in their SERC or LEPC guidance nor has there been any
legislative actions taken he was aware of.

2013 HMEP Grant report — Ty Bailey

Ty reported the application would be out the first part of the year and be retroactive to October 1,
2013. There were 32 LEPCs who participated in the grant in the 2013 fiscal year with an initial
award of $3,200. Twenty-one LEPCs used the entire amount, 7 used a partial amount, and 4 did not
submit expenses. Eight of the LEPCs took advantage of the early closeout and received extra funding
of $16,000 divided among the 8 LEPCs, which was an extra $1992 per LEPC. The funding should be
about the same as last year.

Advisory Report — Ty Bailey
» LEPC Survey & Guidance project:
Ty reported on the survey and guidance project and the needs being addressed. The SERC
Advisory Board proposed to the SERC to have a staff person, Don Cobb, take on the project.
Don would work with Ty and Teresa to take the information they already have gathered from
the working meeting to finish the survey.

Ty will also look into the cost of printing a Utah LEPC guidance handbook from Quick
Series Publishing that has done LEPC guide books for other states. He will bring the
information back to the board for further discussion and approval of the project. The cost
involved and the funding avenue will need to be addressed at the next meeting.

Brent Everett made the motion to pursue the guidance project and bring back the
information gathered for more discussion. Kris seconded the motion. The motion
passed.

> Blue Castel Project update — Ty Bailey

the water rights for the plant development and will be moving forward with submitting an
application sometime next year.

Region 7
has a plan that Region 8 is looking to model their plan after. The current Green River Area
Contingency Plan is 500 pages and they want to cut it down considerably.

These areas include improving operational
coordination with States, Tribes, and local partners; enhanced information collection and
sharing; modernizing regulations, guidance, and policies; and identifying best practices in
chemical facility safety and security.
